	Instructions for Students

	1. Check this examination schedule carefully. Highlight the day, time, location and length of all your examinations.

2. If you have two (2) examinations DURING THE SAME TIME SLOT, let Mr. Morris know BEFORE January 13, 2011 by filling in the “Examination Conflict” form that is available in the main office.

3. Arrive at your examination at least 15 minutes before it is due to start.

4. If you miss an examination, a medical certificate stating that a) the doctor is aware that you missed an examination and b) you were too ill to write an examination MUST be presented to the main office within 24h of the start time of the examination. Otherwise, a mark of zero (0) will be assigned to the examination.

5. Textbooks and library books must be returned on or prior to the examination day.

6. Resource examinations will be written in Room 135.

7. Students found cheating during the examination will be assigned a mark of ZERO (0) for the ENTIRE examination. A mark of ZERO may be assigned to any student possessing an electronical device during the examination period.  Ask your teacher before bringing ANY electronical device to the examination room.   

8. Extra tutorial help is available by appointment on January 25th and 26th.
